With these four letters on your ticket, you can use Metrolink tram
services within the City Zone which includes all the Metrolink stops
between Piccadilly, Victoria and G-Mex at no extra cost.

The CTLZ password is included in the price of your rail ticket when
you buy any single, return or season ticket for a journey from a train
station in Greater Manchester (see network diagram above) to one
of the following Manchester city centre train stations:

* Manchester Piccadilly

* Manchester Victoria

* Manchester Deansgate
* Manchester Oxford Road

So the next time you are in Manchester city centre, don’t forget the
password and hop on and off Metrolink trams in the City Zone as
often as you like by using your train ticket!



Are there other free travel options

In the city centre

Yes - Metroshuttle bus services are free.
If Metrolink doesn’t take you where you want to go in the city centre, have you considered Metroshuttle? All Metroshuttle services
are free; you don't even need a train ticket, just hop on and off as many times as you need to. There are three services:

Metroshuttle One runs every five minutes from Piccadilly providing connections to and from Deansgate, Cross Street and King Street,
while Metroshuttle Two runs every ten minutes from Victoria providing connections to and from Albert Square, Oxford Road and
Deansgate train stations. Metroshuttle Three runs every tens minutes from Piccadilly providing connections to Portland Street,

Oxford Street, Quay Street, Spinningfields and Salford Central station.
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
